What is the LGA?

The London Girton Association enables alumni of Girton to maintain links with college and to meet other Girton Alumni in London.  It currently has approximately 250 members, who have gone on to pursue a varied range of interesting careers since graduating.

What does the LGA do?

The LGA arranges regular events for its members which are publicised in our termly Newsletter.  Over the last few years there have been wine tastings and quiz nights, evenings with prominent Girtonian speakers such as Rachel Lomax, Baroness Hale and Baroness Warnock, recitals and visits to places of interest.  

Can anyone join?

Most events are held in the London area, but the LGA is open to all alumni of Girton College.

How much is it to join and how is the money used?

Membership is £15 pa.  The association is run by volunteers so, after meeting administrative and events costs, any surplus funds are used to benefit Girton, often current students.  For instance, the LGA currently funds a £500 per year music award for a Girton student, and our most recent donation to A Great Campaign has been allocated to the College’s Endowment Fund..
