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Academic course
Participants will take a course entitled The Lives of 
Winston Churchill: from Victorian Britain to End of Empire, 
1876–1965, which explores Churchill’s fascinating life in 
the context of an important period in British history. The 
course will comprise seven and a half hours of live online 
teaching. Course material is accessible to all, and only an 
interest in the subject is required. There are no exams; 
participants study for the joy of learning.

Although the summer school will be online this year, we 
will help participants appreciate Cambridge and its history 
through a couple of special talks or visits. There will also be 
an online social event to encourage participants to get to 
know one another.
